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FIRST STATION

Jesus is Condemned to Death.

Minister. We adore thee, O Christ, and we bless thee:
Answer.  Because by thy holy cross and precious blood
thou hast redeemed the world.

And straightway in the morning the chief priests held a
consultation with the elders and scribes and the whole council,
and bound Jesus, and carried him away, and delivered him to
Pilate. And they all condemned him and said, He deserves
death. When Pilate therefore heard that saying, he brought
Jesus forth, and sat down in the judgment seat in a place that
is called the Pavement, but in the Hebrew, Gabbatha. Then
he handed Jesus over to them to be crucified.

Minister. God did not spare his own Son:
Answer.  But delivered him up for us all.

LMIGHTY God, whose most dear Son went not up to joy
but first he suffered pain, and entered not into glory
before he was crucified: Mercifully grant that we, walking
in the way of the cross, may find it none other than the way
of life and peace; through Jesus Christ thy Son our Lord.

Though he were a Son, yet learned he obedience by the
things which he suffered; he is brought as a lamb to the
slaughter, and as a sheep before her shearers is dumb, so he
openeth not his mouth. Worthy is the Lamb that was slain to
receive power, and riches, and wisdom, and strength, and
honour, and glory, and blessing.

LMIGHTY and everlasting God, who, of thy tender love
towards mankind, hast sent thy Son, our Saviour Jesus
Christ, to take upon him our flesh, and to suffer death upon
the cross, that all mankind should follow the example of his
great humility; Mercifully grant, that we may both follow
the example of his patience, and also be made partakers of

his resurrection; through the same Jesus Christ our Lord.
